The hot water heater broke flooding the boiler room and the TTD took responsibility for repairs. The Marvin book exchange has been successful. The old drinking fountain has been removed. Jim Anderson moved to approve a bottled water service for the library. Kevin Emro seconded. Motion APPROVRD.
