By-Laws Discussion; Discussion on proposed new by-laws. David Park had proposed the neighborhood meeting regarding a proposal to build the 84 unit, “Maplewood at Strawberry Hill Assisted Living and Memory Care Residence” at the former Fitch School site, 73 Strawberry Hill Avenue. Stan Siegel discussed notifying all the board members. David Park will send an e-mail notifying board members of the event. David Park suggested the importance and the responsibility of the ENIA for reaching out to East Norwalk residents. Stan Siegel will take responsibility for using various means of public outreach for reaching residents.
